Effective Monday our store will now charge 
5¢ per plastic bag.  

In 2003 the US EPA reported that somewhere between 500 billion 
and a trillion plastic bags are consumed worldwide each year. 
Take a moment to think about that. Now I am going to tell you 
plastic bags do not biodegrade but rather photodegrade (a much 
slower process).  The scientifi c community has found that when 
UV radiation from the sun hits a plastic bag it becomes brittle and 
eventually begins to crack. This cracking suggests that the bag 
will eventually break apart into tiny little particles, in about 500 
to 1000 years.
Since plastic bags stick around for a long time they are often seen 
fl ying in the air, fl oating in waterways and littering our land. I have 
always wondered plastic bags are actually used in any recycling 
process. After a quick internet  search I found that recycling of 
plastic bags does actually happen, in some communities companies 

collect bags and use them in plastic lumber products such as 
laminate fl ooring, park benches, picnic tables and decking all of 
which are said to be durable and last a long time. If you are lucky 
enough to live around or know an area where you can take your 
plastic bags in for recycling you should defi nitely do so. 
Everyone can do their part in reducing the use of plastic by 
simply remembering to bring reusable grocery bags with them 
when shopping.  If you want something fashionable many local 
merchants now carry compact reusable bags that can fi t in a coat 
pocket and/or purse until use is needed.  As for the pile of plastic 
bags you have in your cupboard recycle their use as many times 
as possible before throwing  away, use them as trash can liners, 
wrap around holiday decorations, carry wet swim suits in them, or 
use them to carry your lunch in.
By remembering your reusable when shopping you are not only 
helping the environment you are also saving money.
